At Saint 
Clement we 
offer the 
opportunity 
for Eucharistic 
Adoration on 
Thursdays in 
the chapel. During adoration, 
the consecrated host from 
Mass is placed on display at 
the altar. Adoration before 
the Blessed Sacrament draws 
the worshiper into spiritual 
communion with God. Whether 
done on oneôs own time or at 
this Thursday service, adoration 
of the Eucharistic presence of 
Christ fosters our devotion for 
participation in the Mass.

Jesus 
instituted the 
Eucharist for 
our eating 
and drinking. 

Sharing communion at Mass 
brings us nourishment, healing 
and sustenance. There is no 
substitute for participation in 
the Eucharist; adoration should 
enhance it, not replace it. 
Whether the Blessed Sacrament 
is inside or outside the taber-
nacle, adoration may invite us 
into prayer and prepare us for 
the Celebration of the Eucharist.
