Stewardship and the Planned Offering
Program (POP)

We often think of Fall as harvest time. His-
torically this is a time for fireaping the fruits
of our labor.0 In the agrarian culture of the
past, farmers offered their fifirst fruits,0 or
the first cut of their crops to God, or gave
them away to the poor, as a sign of their
gratitude for their plentiful harvest and in
thanksgiving that they would have enough
food and feed for the coming winter.

It is in this tradition that many parishes,
both Catholic and denominational, choose
to remind parishioners of their call to
stewardship; it is the call to reflect on our
blessings and with gratitude to God for all
that we have been given, give a share of
our fiharvesto to God and to those in need.

The Planned Offering Program (POP) is
Saint Clementés annual pledge appeal.
Simply put, the parish asks each of us to
prayerfully consider an amount we can
give to sustain our parish ministries and
programs for the next year. The pledge
forms have been mailed to your homes
and are available in the back of church and
online. If you have not already pledged for
this coming year, please consider doing

so in the next weeks. The amount that you
pledge is not important, but it is important
that each household pledges. It is very
difficult to plan a budget for a community
of this size without having some idea what
our income will be.
